Schedule of Events
Friday, July 27

be one of the highlights of the weekend as we share our lives with each other. It’ll include a special video 
tape of some senior week activities, including graduation.

It is on the 
southwest corner of Roosevelt Road and Route 25. A carpool will be available if you need transportation. 
Enjoy a shrimp cocktail, salad, your choice of Filet Mignon, Chicken Oscar (breast of chicken with crab 
meat, asaragus), or Orange Roughy au Gratin (golden brown with cheddar), plus a NY cheesecake with 
strawberries for dessert.

Directions 
From O’Hare International Airport: Take I-90 West to Route 59 South. Exit south on Route 59 and continue to North Avenue (Route 
64). Turn right (west) on North Avenue. The Resort is located 3 miles west of Route 59 on North Avenue (Route 64) on the south 
side of the street. 
From Chicago: Take I-290 West to I-88 West. Continue west on I-88 to Farnsworth (Kirk) North. Exit north on Farnsworth (Kirk) 
and continue to North Avenue (Route 64). Turn right (east) on North Avenue and continue approximately 1 mile. The Resort is 
located on the south side of the street. 
From Chicago Midway: Take Cicero Avenue North to I-55 South. Get on I-55 South and continue to I-355 North. Get on I-55 South 
and continue to I-355 North. Exit onto I-355 North and continue to I-88 West. Exit onto I-88 West and continue to Farnsworth (Kirk) 
North. Exit north on Farnsworth (Kirk) and continue to North Avenue (Route 64). Turn right (east) on North Avenue and continue 
approximately 1 mile. The Resort is located on the south side of the street.
